We were directed by Detective Waterous
to check for the vehicle belonging to Patrick O'Shea, a black Lincoln MKX,
bearing | We spoke with property manager Kim Andreas, who provided us access to the underground parking

garage, where we located O'Shea’s vehicle parked in his assigned parking space i), in the lower level parking area. After
observing the vehicle and determining there to only be one point of vehicle entry and exit, we parked in lot of the City of
Wheaton Water Department (210 Reber St), directly across from the garage driveway.

During our surveillance, we were contacted by Detective Waterous, who advised he had obtained an arrest warrant for O'Shea,
as well as search warrants for his vehicle and apartment. He requested that we take O'Shea into custody if we observe him
leave the apartment building. |then contacted Detective Miroballi to assist with the arrest, as O'Shea possessed a valid
concealed carry permit and was thought to carry a firearm regularly, either on his person or in his vehicle.

At 1305 hours, | observed a black Lincoln SUV exit the parking garage and turn northbound Reber St toward Liberty Dr. |
confirmed the vehicle plate to be O'Shea's and pulled onto the street behind him, driving an unmarked Ford Explorer,
equipped with a visor-mounted, red and blue flashing light and siren. O'Shea then turned westbound onto Liberty Drive and
continued through the intersection at Cross Street. After clearing the intersection, O'Shea pulled into a parallel parking space
on the north side of Liberty Drive and stopped, prior to my activating the emergency lights on my vehicle, indicating that he
was aware the police were behind him. As | entered the intersection, | activated the emergency lights and stopped behind
O’Shea, with Detective Miroballi stopping his vehicle behind mine. Detective Potter and | exited our vehicle and approached
the Lincoln on the passenger side and driver's side, respectively. Detective Potter and 1 were both in plain clothes, wearing
black tactical-style bulletproof vests with "POLICE" in white letters on the front chest and our badges displayed. As |
approached the driver's side, | identified myself as a police officer and directed O'Shea to place his hands on the steering
wheel, to which he complied. | then opened the driver's door and directed O'Shea to step out of the vehicle, with his hands
visible, to which he complied. While standing between the open driver's door and the vehicle, | directed O'Shea to turn around
and place his hands behind his back. | advised him that he was under arrest and placed him in handcuffs, double-locked.
0O'Shea asked what the charges and bond were, and | informed him the arrest warrant was for Reckless Conduct and that | was
unaware of the bond. | escorted O'Shea back to my vehicle and searched him, finding no contraband or weapons. O'Shea was
then placed in the rear seat of a marked squad car and transported to Wheaton Police Department by Officer Dillon. At 1324
hours, O'Shea was placed into cell nine.

At 1319 hours, Detectives Stelmar and Uhlir, along with Sergeant Youker and Lieutenant Miller arrived on scene and the
search warrant of O'Shea’s vehicle was executed. Detective Stelmar took photos of the vehicle before and after the search and
a copy of the warrant was left with the vehicle. (See Search Warrant report for complete details)

Following the search, the vehicle was secured and left on the street, as it was legally parked.

On 9/15/17 at approximately 16:00 hours - returned to her apartment, —
_), and observed a hole in the west wall of her living room. She contacted the

— Apartments management office to report this and was informed her neighbor to the west
in apartment -, Patrick O’Shea, had punctured a hole through the wall of his apartment with a screw
driver while trying to hang a mirror and this apparently went through both sides of the wall. Apartment
maintenance repaired the holes in the walls.

On 9/24/17 at approximately 15:00 hours the - discovered what appeared to be a fired bullet
on their living room floor near where the wall had been damaged on 9/15/17. They provided Ofc.
Stringer with the bullet as well as photographs they had taken of the damaged walls prior to repair.
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Officer Stringer spoke with _ the maintenance worker for the _ Apartments.

- told Ofc. Stringer he had spoken with the resident of apartment-, who he identified as
Patrick O’Shea, on 9/15/17 about the damaged walls. - said O’Shea told him he was hanging a
mirror on that day and had damaged the wall.

| was assigned this case on 9/25/17. | spoke with - by telephone and arranged to meet with him on
9/26/17 at 1430 hours. | then spoke by telephone with — and arranged to meet with him

B - 5/26/17 at 1800 hours.

On 9/26/17 at 1435 hours Detective Fanning and | met with _ property manager-

- and assistant manager _ at the _ Apartments. - told us

Patrick O’Shea had come to the office on the afternoon of Friday 9/15/17 and asked for help with a



mirror he had been trying to hang and damaged the wall. - went up to O’Shea’s apartment, -,
and observed a large mirror, approximately 3ft x 5ft, resting on the floor of O’Shea’s bedroom with a
hole in the mirror near the center. - described the hole as being a couple inches in diameter with
the glass only broken in an area surrounding the hole with the remainder of the mirror intact. There was
a hole in the drywall of the east bedroom wall approximately 6 feet above the floor. O’Shea had a large
screwdriver, approximately 12” long, and he told - he had been holding the mirror up and had the
screwdriver in his hand. The mirror slipped and, while trying to stop the mirror from falling, O’Shea put
the screwdriver through the mirror and wall. - helped O’Shea carry the mirror down to the
garbage dumpster for the building. - observed no injury to O’Shea from this incident. O’Shea
declined - offer to repair the damaged wall and told him he was going to hire a professional
painter to repair and repaint the bedroom wall. 0’Shea requested only the paint specs to match the wall
color.

_ was contacted later that afternoon by— in apartment - the unit directly

to the east of O’Shea. T- reported damage to her west living room wall and - went up to
- apartment to inspect the damage. - noted a small hole in the west living room wall
above the _ television. She told me there was what appeared to be drywall particles and wall
insulation on the floor and furniture across the width of the 11°-9” living room to the west wall. -
explained to - what 0’Shea had told the staff about his mishap with the screwdriver on the
opposite side of the wall and indicated they would repair the damage to her wall.

0O’Shea also talked to _ about the incident on Friday 9/15/17 and told her he had been
standing on a small ladder and tripped, putting the screwdriver through his bedroom wall. 0’Shea was
again in the management office on 9/16/17 speaking with - At that time, he told her his son had
been over and was using a pneumatic nail gun in the bedroom, which accidentally put the hole through
the wall. He then asked - if the hole had gone through to the other apartment. He stated he
wanted to apologize to his neighbors and get them a $250.00 gift card to make amends for the
inconvenience of the situation.

- repaired the damage to the west wall of the - living room and also noticed damage on
the east wall across the room approximately two feet below the ceiling. There was a small chunk of
drywall missing but the damage did not completely penetrate the wall board. He asked the -
about this damage and they stated they did not know how it had happened. - repaired this
damage as well.

| reviewed the management office security video from 9/15/17 which showed O’Shea coming into the
office to speak with _ about his damaged wall at 14:22 hours. - was asked
about the other apartments in that area on the 6" floor. She indicated the residents in apartments -

adjoining apartments floor plans.

apartment. The - living room is approximately 11’ x 19’ open to the kitchen area on the north,
entrance door to the single bedroom on the east wall, a sliding glass door to the exterior balcony on the
south wall and a solid staggered wall on the west, which is a shared wall with apartment - Thereisa
television stand with a flat screen television on top of it on the west wall and a couch directly across
from the television on the east wall. To the north of the couch is the entry door to the bedroom on the
east wall. - told us she initially noticed a hole in the west living room wall above the television on
9/15/17 at about 16:00 hours when she returned home from work. She was certain the hole had not
been there when she - left for work that morning. The damage was very obvious and there was
debris on the living room floor and furniture from the television stand across to the couch, which is
approximately 10 feet away. She also stated the damage later discovered on the east wall of the room
had not been there previously. _ had moved into the apartment in June of this year and
there was no damage of any kind to the walls prior to 9/15/17. She and - had cleaned up the
majority of the drywall and insulation debris on 9/15 but had not moved any of the furniture to clean.
- said on 9/24/17 at about 15:00 hours he was straightening up the living room and moved some
trays which were under the television stand on the west wall. He saw a piece of debris on the floor
beneath the stand and picked it up. The debris did not appear to be a piece of the wall and after
cleaning it off he realized it was a fired bullet.
